Concert description:

In the Tyrols, occupied by Napoleon ler’s troops, Marie the vivandiere is the object of true love for Tonio, a
young Tyrolean ready to do anything to marry her. Adopted as a child by the Twenty-First, a renowned French
regiment, Marie miraculously reconnects with her true family in the form of her aunt, the Marquise of
Berkenfield, who wishes to marry her to the Duke of Crakentorp. In this French opéra comique by Donizetti,
discover lyrical arias that will delight both your ears and your heart, including the famous aria for tenor "Ah! mes
amis, quel jour de féte!", with its nine repeated high Cs, and Marie's joyful arias that celebrate France, love and
the best regiment in the world!

JMC requires the concert hall to be available at least eight (8) hours before the concert for rehearsal
and set-up.
o 8:00 before the concert: unloading of the set with the help of the technicians on site and assembly
e 6:00 before the concert: console patch and lighting focus (duration: 3 hours)
e 3:00 before the concert: rehearsals and dress rehearsal (duration: 1 hours)
e 2:00 before the concert: dinner (duration : 1 hours)
e 1:00 before the concert: technical team call
e 30 minutes before the concert: door opening

e Take-down (duration: 1:30)

Technical and scenic needs:
e landing area;
e Dimmer, lighting console and screen;
e  MDG style smoke machine;
e Lee or Rosco gelatines (the team can provide what will be missing);
e One (1) piano tuned before the arrival of the technicians to A 440 Hz;
e One (1) adjustable piano bench;
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25" wide by 30' deep, with sliders (yard, garden and back);
12" minimum ceiling height;

One (1) black backdrop curtain;

Six (6) black pendants;

e Two (2) friezes;

e One (1) white cyclorama if available.

Required staff:
e One (1) lighting technician;
e One (1) a head electrician.

Surtitles: Equipment required for the projection of surtitles:
e One (1) video projector;
e One (1) screen for the projection of surtitles;
e Height: 4 to 6 feet;
e Width: stage frame;
e The screen must be installed in front of and above the stage frame;
e Ifitis not possible to project above the stage: provide a screen or projection surface on either side of
the stage.

Surtitles: Material provided by JM Canada:
e One (1) projector, if not available in the concert hall;
e One (1) laptop computer.

Surtitles: Personnel required for surtitle installation:

e One (1) technician to install the projector, the screen and to connect the computer and the projector.

Surtitles: Staff provided by JM Canada:

e One (1) person to handle the surtitles during the performance;
e *Qur technicians are not responsible for the installation of the required equipment.

Sound:
e Concert is acoustic.

Lighting :
e The lighting plan will be provided by the tour's lighting designer;
e Pre-assembly of the lighting required before our team arrives in the room.

Transportation and delivery :
e The material will arrive with a 12-foot cube truck;
e Artists will arrive by mini-bus;
e Technical team will bring the printed programs to be distributed to the audience;
e A freestanding JIMC banner will be installed in the concert hall’s foyer.
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Hospitality:
e Two (2) parking spaces near the hall's loading dock;
e Two (2) dressing rooms for seven (7) people;
e Fourteen (14) bottles of water;
e |ron and ironing board;
e Atleast one (1) mirror in each dressing room;
e At least one (1) electrical outlet in each dressing room;
e Snacks for ten (10) people;
o Clothing rack with hangers.
